Fly of the Month: “Lees Ferry Scud”

About the Fly:

Hook #12-20 standard wet or scud

Thread 0/8 black

Weight Optional; wraps of no-lead wire
under body

Tail & Deer or elk hair, natural to

Shellback bleached

Ribbing Copper wire

Body Anton dub, Haretron or Scintilla
Caliente in tyer's choice of colo

Lees Ferry is a tailwater fishery on the Colorado Ralut 15 miles downstream of Glen Canyon Dam
at Page, Arizona. The area is part of the Grand CaNgtinnal Park. It is a spectacular canyon where one
wades beneath sandstone cliffs towering nearly 1,000 fege dbe river. Scuds are standard fair at Lees
Ferry. One of the versions found in area shops teetescribed here that has worked quite well in Oregon and
Washington waters, notably the Deschutes, Metolius, Eadlpked and Yakima rivers.

Scuds are freshwater shrimp and provide an importantré&smairce for trout in most of Oregon’s
streams and lakes. Scuds are just one reason fish lamglatense beds of pondweed or aquatic buttercup.
Maybe you have even observed fish nosing into vegetati@ne they are feeding on scuds.

Scud imitations are tied on standard (straight) or sootd1 Live and moving scuds tend to be straight
but when they rest the body curls. So the style okheed is up to the tyer’s discretion. The most popular
colors are shades of orange, olive and pink.

How to Fish:

In rivers the easiest way to fish the fly is deattidg under an indicator. In lakes the fly can be fashe
along weed beds and shallow lake bottoms with clearmediate lines or long leaders. Try letting the itly s
and then give it short (1-2 inch), occasional jerks.

Tying Instructions:

Begin by selecting a small bunch of deer or elk Heat t
will serve as the tail and shellback. Stack the halrtenit in at
the tail using no more than 2-3 wraps of thread over adireah
the same spot; then pull up the hair extending forward aad w
the hook in front of the hair several times to setheehair.

The tail should be about the length of the hook gap. Now

secure a piece of copper wire at the tail of thedtyribbing.

Dub the body forward leaving enough room behind the eye

small head. Use wax or a dubbing loop to take advantate of

long fibers. Pull the hair forward over the back offtheand

tie it off just behind the hook eye. Cut the excessdfhi

leaving a small “head,” similar to a mini elk hair cadugsd.

Wrap the copper wire ribbing forward (3-4 wraps) over the

dubbing and hair back. It may be necessary to hold the hair

over the back as the ribbing is wrapped. Whip finish being sure

to not cover the hair “head.” Use a dubbing needle te tides

lower body to form legs and trim the excess as needed.
